






The Mobile Copyright Licence is designed for travelling 
ministries, or individuals who use their Licence in more than 
one location.

The Mobile Copyright Licence is the same as the Church 
Copyright Licence, except:

	   �The right to record the worship service is not 
included.

	   �The Mobile Copyright Licensee must retain sole 
possession of all copies made under the Licence.

	   �The size category for the Licence is chosen based on 
the maximum number expected congregation size in 
the year which will benefit as a result of the Mobile 
Copyright Licence.

	   �In taking out a Mobile Copyright Licence, the 
individual or organisation agrees to distribute 
a Church Copyright Licence application to an 
appropriate representative at each location where 
the Mobile Copyright Licence is used.

Here is a summary of what you have the freedom to do as 
a Mobile Copyright Licence Holder:

	   �Create overhead transparencies, slides, or use any 
other format where songs are visually projected, such 
as computer graphics and projection.

	   �Print songs and hymns in bulletins, programs, liturgies 
and songsheets.

	   �Create your own customised songbooks or hymnals.

	   �Arrange, print and copy your own arrangements, 
vocal and instrumental, of songs where no published 
version is available.
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I have heard a song on a CD and want to write the music 
down based on what I’ve heard. Is this OK?

No. The song remains the property of the song owner and they 
control all rights, including the right to transcribe the music. We 
recommend you subscribe to SongSelect our online subscription 
service with thousands of songs in transposable format or contact 
the song owner and obtain their permission to transcribe the 
song. Neither the Church Copyright Licence nor Photocopy 
Licence permit you to do this.

Can we change the words to a song?

When a songwriter puts the words to a song, they usually have 
a very particular meaning, so generally the words shouldn’t be 
changed. The following changes are allowable:

	   �Modernisation of language (e.g., “thee” changes to 
“you”)

	   �Ancientisation (is that a word?) of language (e.g., “you” 
changes to “thee”)

	   �Individualisation (e.g., “we” to “I”)

	   �Incorporation (e.g., “I” to “we”)

No other changes are permitted, particularly those effecting 
gender, theological stance, meaning or intent. For permission 
to change the words of a song, please contact the song 
administrators. Depending on the change requested, they may 
be able to give you permission right away, but sometimes they 
will need to get permission from the songwriters.

What if we already have photocopies of music that we 
made before we had a licence?

You should destroy any copies your church has that were made 
without permission and replace them with legal copies.

What if our music team wants to post lyrics and MP3’s of 
songs on our website, or email them to each other to learn?

Emailing or posting lyrics and MP3’s on a website, or copying 
electronic files of music and lyrics without permission is an 
infringement of the copyright owner’s rights. Please contact the 
owner for permission to do any of the above activity.
